TASK:  Construct a one-paragraph source-based argument (talking point) that addresses and/or questions a major topic, issue or claim made in the following guided texts:

1) James Baldwin’s “Letter to My Nephew,” The Fire Next Time (1963) 

2) Ta-Nehisi Coates’ “Letter to My Son,” Between the World and Me (2015)
3) George Yancy and Judith Butler, “What’s Wrong With ‘All Lives Matter?” January 12, 2015  

4) Sunnivie Brydum’s “Alicia Garza: Taking Black Lives Matter to Another Dimension,” the Advocate, 2015.

Requirements: 

1) Before constructing a rough draft of your talking point, you will perform a close reading of the guided texts (listed above). You are free to use any of the strategies we learned about and practiced this year to help you perform a close reading of the texts (listed below). For this assignment, however, you must purposefully annotate each of the guided texts using the Text to Self, Text to Text, and Text to World Strategy (we will practice this in class).  
2) Complete the accompanying handouts entitled: Determining the Author’s Main Ideas/Arguments – located before each guided text.   You need to complete one for each of the above mentioned guided texts.
3) Complete the handout entitled: Unit 6: Talking Point Brainstorming Sheet before completing a rough draft of your talking point.

Strategies to Use When 

Performing a Close Reading of a Text 

1. Annotate purposefully

2. Re-read! Re-read! 

3. Ask yourself and answer questions as you read.

4. Circle and look up unfamiliar words 

5. Look for patterns in the things you’ve noticed about the text – repetitions, contradictions and similarities. 

6. Chuck the text – break up the text small sections (or chunks)
