Unit 3: Freedom During the Market Revolution 
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Date: ___________________________________
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From July 1824 to September 1825, the last surviving French general of the Revolutionary War, the Marquis de Lafayette, made a tour of the United States.   During his trip, he visited all of the American states (24 at the time) and travelled more than 6,000 miles (9,656 km). Lafayette was accompanied by, among others, his son Georges Washington de La Fayette, and YOU!    
Task: Marquis de Lafayette has assigned you the task of drafting a report that assesses the new nation.   After conducting research, you will write a two-page report that consists of at least six paragraphs (and introduction, conclusion, and one paragraph for each of the four issues/lingering questions discussed below).  
· Economy – How can the nation continue to expand its economy? What role does and/or should the  federal government play in helping to expand the economy? 
· Slavery – Will slavery continue to expand or will the federal government institute (put into effect) a law ending the institution once and for all? 
· Citizenship – Who is considered an American citizen?  Who is not considered an American citizen? What are the requirements for citizenship?
· Government  - Will the Constitution create a working and effective government? Who will be able to vote and/or hold public office (be in government)? 
Conducting Research to help you write your report:  Use the attached data collection sheet to gather information about the four lingering issues/questions confronting the new nation. You will use this sheet as you complete the various stations/learning exercises detailed below:
