U.S. Constitution Cake Project Guidelines

Task: Create a recipe for a U.S. Constitution Cake that serves 317,000,000 (estimate U.S. population) people.  Your cake, both the external or outside structure and the ingredients, must represent/reflect the actual structure and components of the U.S. national government.   

What will the final product look like? 

1) A recipe card for your U.S. Constitution Cake (you may use the template provided and/or use your own as long as it includes the following elements:  Name of cake, serving size, supplies needed, ingredients, instructions, and bake time). 

2) A drawing of your cake that shows how the structure and the ingredients of your cake represent the structure and ingredients of the U.S. national government.   Your drawing should be displayed on a large poster or display-board.

3) The actual cake (you have the option of baking your cake (using of course an actual cake recipe – not sure where you can but the ingredient: “popular sovereignty.”)   
Project Requirements: 

· Everyone in your group must complete and pass a series of learning activities before you begin working on the project (Unit 2 Task Cards).  

· Document your entire process (Consider taking photographs of your process and/or starting a Google Doc to keep track of what each member of your group accomplishes inside and outside of school.  I can also provide your group with a Project Planning Log/Calendar.) 
· Present your recipe and cake design on Constitution Cake Day (Date TBD).  Presentations should last approximately 5 minutes. Everyone must be able to articulate the design/recipe of the cake and be able to justify/explain how the ingredients work independently and together.  
*We will spend time in class discussing/practicing presenting/public speaking skills. 
· Complete a self-assessment/reflection after Constitution Cake Day.
Getting Started:

Step 1: Organize yourself into groups (3 students per group – if necessary some groups may consist of four students)  

Step 2: Complete Unit 2 Task Cards.

Step 3: Create a “To Do List.” (Hint: Ask yourself – What are the various things the group needs to do in order to accomplish the above task?) 

Step 4: Develop roles and responsibilities for each member of your group (base these decisions off you “To Do List.”) 

Step 5: Work on fulfilling all the things on your “To-Do List.”
