Northup arrives in New Orleans (pg 45).  Slave traders and slave-owners interested in purchasing slaves come on board the ship to look at the new cargo of slaves to be sold. Northup and the rest of "Burch's gang" are delivered to Theophilus Freeman, a New Orleans slave trader who informs Northup that his new name is "Platt."  Northup and the other slaves are taken to Freeman’s slave pen.

1) What is Northup’s new name given to him by Theophilus Freeman?  

2) What does Northup think about before trying to close his eyes the first night in Freeman’s slave pen?

Consignee -  the person that someone is delivered to 
Chapter 6 – pages 47-49, second paragraph of 51-55 (approximately 6 pages) 

Summary:

In Chapter 6 of Northup’s accounts, readers are provided with a detailed look at the process involved in the buying and selling of slaves.  Solomon and the other slaves are required to stand in front of a crowd of people and auctioned him off as callously as if he were a cow, a pig or some other farm animal that was less than human. Eliza’s son Randall was “made to jump, and run across the floor, and perform many other feats, exhibiting his activity and condition.”  Eliza’s two children are sold to different buyers leaving her childless, like the thousands of other enslaved mothers before her and the many other thousands to come.

1) How were Freeman’s slaves treated like property?  

2) Describe the buying and selling of slaves as depicted in this chapter of Northup’s account.
