Summary:

Solomon spends some time away from Epps plantation. When he returns, Solomon learns that Patsey continued to be whipped violently by Epps to “gratify the mistress.”  Solomon writes about how Mistress Epps was not always an evil person, but also a victim of the system of slavery.  Here, Solomon attempts to show the reader that white women were also victims of slavery and became “monsters” because of it.

1) What does Solomon learn about Patsey from Aunt Phebe when he returns to Epps’ plantation after spending some time on another plantation? 

2) Why did Epps consistently punish Patsey for his own wrongdoing and infidelity?
