2. Why is Parris hesitant to proclaim to the people of Salem that his daughter Betty and Ruth Putnam’s inability to wake is the result of witchcraft? (Conclude ES) 
3. What does Parris mean when he asks Abigail if her name in the town is “entirely white?”  How does Abigail respond?  Why is this of concern to Parris?  (Discern and Conclude ES) 
4. What happened to Mrs. Putnam that makes her think that the Devil exists in Salem? (Discern MS)
5. Who does Abigail immediately blame for her and the other girls’ actions in the forest? (Discern MS)
6. What is the punishment for practicing witchcraft (i.e. conjuring spirits)? (Discern MS)
7. What does Betty say Abigail did in the forest? (Discern MS)
8. What event transpired between Abigail and John Proctor prior to the beginning of Act One? (Discern MS) 
9. Who is Rebecca Nurse? What is Rebecca's explanation of the girls' behavior? (Discern ES)
10. Who is Rev. John Hale, and why does he come to Salem? (Discern MS) 

11. To what did Tituba confess? How is Tituba led into confessing and naming people? 
(Discern ES) 
12. How and by whom are the other villagers accused of witchcraft? What is the motivation of the girls' accusations? And, how many people are accused on the last page of act one? (Discern and Conclude ES)
