Reading Comprehension Questions
Act Two: (pages 49-81)
1. How many days have transpired (passed) since the girls’ outburst to the opening scene of Act Two? (Discern MS) 
2. When John Proctor comes home from planting (farming), he notices that his hired help (Mary Warren) is not at home.  Where is Mary Warren and why is she there? (Discern MS)

3. Elizabeth tells her husband John that fourteen people have been accused of witchcraft so far.  The accused will hang (be sentenced to death by hanging) unless they confess.  If the men, women and children who are accused are innocent to witchcraft but only need to confess (say that that are guilty) to save themselves, why do they not just confess? (Conclude ES)
4. Why is John reluctant/hesitant to go to Salem to tell the court that Abigail is pretending/lying? (Discern MS) 
5. What are some things, according to Mary Warren’s account, that are being used in court as “proof” or evidence of witchcraft?  Would these actions be considered valid proof/evidence in court today? Why or why not? (Discern and Conclude ES) 

6. What could Sarah Good not do that was seen as proof of her guilt?  Why is this being used as a test of her innocence or guilt? (Discern and Conclude MS) 

7. Why does Elizabeth think Abigail wants to kill her? (Discern MS)

8. Why did Hale come to Proctor's house? What concerns does Hale have about the Proctors? Or, in other words, what things are "suspicious" about Proctor and his family? (Discern MS)

9. Why does Cheever come to the Proctor house? (Discern MS) 
10. Explain the significance of the needle in the "poppet." (Discern ES)
11. Why doesn't Mary want to testify about the doll? (Discern and Conclude MS)
