DOCUMENT-BASED QUESTION

Historical Context: 
In the immediate aftermath of the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks, the government under President George W. Bush launched the Global War on Terrorism.  This military campaign led the United States to fight wars in Afghanistan (2001-2014) and Iraq (2001-2011).  In their efforts to prevent future attacks on America, the federal government also took controversial actions at home that have limited civil liberties, such as the creation of the Department of Homeland Security and the enactment of the USA Patriot Act.

... For example, this legislation gives law enforcement officials better tools to put an end to
financial counterfeiting, smuggling, and money laundering. Secondly, it gives intelligence
operations and criminal operations the chance to operate not on separate tracks but to share vital
information so necessary to disrupt a terrorist attack before it occurs.

As of today, we're changing the laws governing information-sharing. And as importantly, we’re
changing the culture of our various agencies that fight terrorism. Countering and investigating
terrorist activity is the number one priority for both law enforcement and intelligence agencies.
Surveillance of communications is another essential tool to pursue and stop terrorists. The
existing law was written in the era of rotary telephones. This new law that I sign today will allow
surveillance of all communications used by terrorists, including emails, the Internet, and cell
phones. As of today, we'll be able to better meet the technological challenges posed by this

The excerpt below is from George W. Bush’s State of the Union address on January 29, 2002 (just over four months after the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks). 


What we have found in Afghanistan confirms that, far from ending there, our war against terror is only beginning. Most of the 19 men who hijacked planes on September the 11th were trained in Afghanistan's camps. And so were tens of thousands of others. Thousands of dangerous killers, schooled in the methods of murder, often supported by outlaw regimes, are now spread throughout the world like ticking time bombs, set to go off without warning. Our nation will continue to be steadfast, and patient and persistent in the pursuit of two great objectives. First, we will shut down terrorist camps, disrupt terrorist plans and bring terrorists to justice. And second, we must prevent regimes that sponsor terror from threatening America or our friends and allies with weapons of mass destruction…Some of these regimes have been pretty quiet since September 11, but we know their true nature. North Korea is a regime arming with missiles and weapons of mass destruction, while starving its citizens. Iran aggressively pursues these weapons and exports terror, while an unelected few repress the Iranian people's hope for freedom. Iraq continues to flaunt its hostility toward America and to support terror. The Iraqi regime has plotted to develop anthrax and nerve gas and nuclear weapons for over a decade. This is a regime that has already used poison gas to murder thousands of its own citizens, leaving the bodies of mothers huddled over their dead children. This is a regime that agreed to international inspections then kicked out the inspectors. This is a regime that has something to hide from the civilized world.
