Theme: United States Foreign Policy   


Task: 


For this essay, you must decide between the following presidential foreign policy decisions: the Truman Doctrine (1947), the Carter Doctrine (1980), or the Bush Doctrine (2001).    

*** For the section of your essay where you discuss the impact the two foreign policy decisions had on the United States,  the “impact” you are discussing must center on or revolve around how these decisions affected freedom at home.  
Essay Requirements:

1) Complete and submit all planning/data collection sheets:

· 3 Data Collection Sheets (even though you will only be writing about two foreign policy decisions, all three data collection sheets must be completed and submitted)   
2) Produce a brief outline prior to writing a rough draft 

3) Construct at least one rough draft of your essay that is peer or teacher-review ready. 

4) Make revisions and edit rough draft to produce a final draft that is: 

· at least 2 pages but no longer than 3-4 pages 

· typed (Times New Roman and 12 point font) and double-spaced. 

· follows the basic essay structure with an introduction paragraph, body paragraphs, and a conclusion paragraph.  

* All pre-writing materials must be submitted in addition to your final draft in your essay folder.
