Reverend Hale is an intellectual man, and he has studied ________________ extensively. He arrives at Parris’s home.   Parris relates the tale of finding the girls _____________ in the forest at night. 
Hale questions Abigail about the dancing in the forest, but Abigail maintains that the dancing was not connected to witchcraft. Parris hesitantly adds that he saw a kettle in the grass when he caught the girls at their dancing.  Under severe questioning, Abigail insists that she did not call the devil but that _____________did. 

Tituba insists that someone else is bewitching the children because the devil has many witches in his service. Hale asks if she has ever seen someone that she knows from Salem with the devil. Putnam suggests Sarah _________or Goody __________, two local outcasts. Tituba says that she saw four people with the devil including Sarah Good and Goody Osburn.
