Guidelines to Completing the Task Cards
What is a Task Card?

Each Task Card has a specific aim (located at the top of each Task Card). Think of a “Task Card” as a set of instructions – a sequenced plan of activities that, in completing, will allow you to answer the Task Card’s aim.  Task cards contain a myriad of mini-tasks or assignments from listening to an interview on a podcast, watching a clip from a film, to engaging in a small group discussion. 

Can I complete the Task Cards at random? 

You must complete the various assignments and activities within a single Task Card in sequential order as they appear on the sheet.  Please only take Task Card materials as you move through the material as opposed to all at once.  

What do I do with the various assignments/activities detailed on the Task Cards?

Each student should maintain a Task Card Folder where they keep all task card materials.  When all task cards are completed, you will submit the folder to your teacher.  The task cards and all activities/assignments should be submitted in sequential order with your rubric on top followed by your student performance tracker, then all planning materials, and lastly all the materials from the task cards.

Where do I complete assignments/activities that do not have a specific handout attached to it? 

Anytime an activity item requires you to do some form or writing or drawing and there is not a specific handout attached to the activity located in the bin or on the class Weebly (check Updates/Greg’s Mistakes Board), you are to complete that assignment on loose-leaf paper.  Remember, everything you do to complete a Task Card must be submitted upon completing all of the required task cards.  

If asked, the following assignments should be completed on loose-leaf/computer paper:

· Notes from the various Power Points

· Activate Prior Knowledge 
· Supplementary Activities to Challenge Yourself 
· Discussion Reflections 

How do I complete a Discussion Reflection?

A discussion reflection is your opportunity to document some of the major ideas/debates/conclusions made during your group discussion as well as sharing your contributions and ability to collaborate in a group setting.  At some point in your discussion reflection, you should assess/reflect upon you and your group member’s ability to collaborate (use rubric to help you assess yourself and your group members).   The length of your Discussion Reflection should be longer than one page.  

Data Collection Time! 

If there is an essay attached to these task cards – meaning that in addition to completing the various task cards to answer the aims, you are also completing the task cards to collect data for an essay – then, throughout the process of completing the task cards or when it states “Data Collection Time!” you need to write the information down that you are considering using to write your essay in a graphic organizer provided by Greg or one of your own-making.  This data will be used to assess your ability to not only DISCERN and CONCLUDE, but also to PLAN.
