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1. What is your overall opinion of the narrative? Did the text lead to any new insights about American history?  Did the text raise any questions in your mind? 

2. Did the text enrich or enhance your understanding of any of the topics/events you explored by completing the various task cards from Unit 5?  

3. Why do you think Chin chose to name the last section of his memoir “Becoming American.”  What does Chin’s narrative reveal about both the process of assimilation and its lasting effects? 

4. Does Chin’s story relate to/connect with anything from your life or someone in your life? 

5. Why is the United States government fearful of communism?  What does Chin’s memoir reveal about how the threat of communism affected American society? What is Chin’s opinion about communism?  

6. What can we learn about American freedom from reading Chin’s memoir?  Does one’s level of freedom depend on who they are, what they look like, what they believe in, and where they’re from?  How do events abroad affect freedom at home?
