MODEL:
Greg’s Working Thesis Statement:  Education and peer socialization in schools played a major role in “Americanizing” Chinese immigrant children, but created a cultural divide between family members of different ages and educational experience.  
Greg’s Outline: What’s the story I want to tell? 
Many Chinese immigrants arrived during the Second Industrial Revolution - living predominantly in California coast towns and cities like San Francisco.  These immigrants and their children were caught between two worlds - China and the United States - wanting to embrace a new American identity without perhaps losing their own Chinese culture.  As for many immigrants who came to America during the early nineteenth century, the road many Chinese immigrants took or were forced to take to “become American” was not singular or without bumps.  Education was one of roads or paths Chinese immigrants took, both voluntary and involuntary, to establish a new American identity. Thus, I want to show how national identity, specifically American identity is not an inborn trait, but rather something that is socially constructed - through various institutions and practices, society (people) create national identity - and that education plays a major role in the development of national identity.  During the early nineteenth century, schooling and peer socialization played a major role in assimilating Chinese immigrant children living in San Francisco but also created a social divide between family members - as older members, who were not in school, were more likely to “resist” Americanization and/or not be exposed to the societal forces that create a national identity.  Their children on the other hand, enrolled in school, were unconsciously in many ways privy to the forces that create an American identity.
