Pictures Can Tell A Story:  
Curating an Online Art Exhibit Project Guidelines 
TASK: Curate (to take charge of or organize) a proposed online art exhibit that illustrates your response to the unit’s essential question.  
Your online art exhibit must include the following items:
1. Four found images (paintings, sculptures, drawings, photographs of government documents and/or other primary sources, etc.) - one for each of the provided categories. 
 
2. Each found image must be accompanied by a brief description and analysis.  (See Sample Description and Image Analysis Template for how to format your description and analysis for each image).  
3. An “About the Exhibit” page that includes:
a. A title for the exhibit that reflects your response to the unit’s essential question.  
b. A description of the exhibit (at least one paragraph in length) that includes:
i. Your curatorial thesis - your big idea. Think about what ties the work together (i.e. your response to the unit’s essential question).  
ii. A brief description of the exhibition contents.  
c. A rationale for the exhibit (at least one paragraph in length) that answers the following question: 
i. Why is this exhibit important and/or relevant for today’s audience? Your rationale must appropriate integrate at least two direct quotes from one or more of the following texts: 
0. Excerpt from Chapter 14 of W.W. Norton & Company’s American Society: How It Really Works by Erik Olin Wright and Joel Rogers 
0. Excerpt from Edward E. Baptist’s The Half Has Never Been Told: Slavery and the Making of American Capitalism, Basic Books, New York, 2014. 
Sample Image Description - Each image description should include the following information (if possible):

You will create a new Tab (page) in your online portfolio that you use for SLCs and for Christy’s class. Please entitle this new Tab (page): American Hypocrisy Gallery. 
Where can I find images for my online art exhibit?  
On my class Weebly (gzimdahl.weebly.com) under the Unit 3: Picture Can Tell A Story tab, you will find all the resources you need to successfully complete this project.   
How will I determine what images I will include in my online art exhibit? 
As previously stated, your online art exhibit will need to include an image for each of the provided categories.  You will first complete a series of learning stations designed to help increase your knowledge of each of the categories.  Completing the stations will also allow you to respond to the unit’s essential question.  Remember, your online art exhibit will essentially be your “visual” response to the unit’s essential question. 
STEP ONE: Conducting Research
Instructions: You will be assigned a specific station to start, and from then on, it is recommended that you complete the remaining stations in the appropriate order (B after A, C after B, etc.).  To complete each station, follow the instructions on the Station Task Card.  Record your responses/answers in the appropriate location on the handout entitled: Pictures Can Tell A Story: Curating an Online Art Exhibit Project - Data Collection Sheet. 
Become a Student Expert! After completing a station, self-reflect and determine if you feel comfortable being a student expert for this station.  If so record your name on a post-it note and place it on the appropriate spot on the “I GOT THIS!” board (chart paper).  The following day, you may be asked to support your classmates with completing this station.  Being a student expert for a day or more will not hinder your planning grade, but it will improve your ability to collaborate.
