Quote: 

“I doubt not he understood than better than I did the danger and the penalty of selling a free man into slavery.  He felt the necessity or closing my mouth against the crime he knew he was committing, or course, my life would not have weighed a feather, in any emergency requiring such a sacrifice.” (page 34)

Comment: 

Burch threatens Solomon in order to keep him quiet about his past and his freedom.  If people were to find out that Solomon is a free man and that Burch helped sell him into slavery, Burch could be punished.  Regardless of the risk Burch continues to buy and sell people because it is profitable.  Although many northern states after independence had instituted programs of gradual emancipation or outlawed slavery completely, many free men, women and children were illegally brought to the south and sold into slavery.
