Scenario A: You are a farmer living in the West. In order to sell the products you grow to other areas within the United States, you need to use the railroad.  However, the local railroad company is in a trust with other railroad companies and therefore is able to fix or set prices at a really high freight rate.

freight - goods that are carried by ship, train, or aircraft, and the system of moving these goods
Scenario B: You work for the local railroad company – digging and excavating land for new railroad tracks.  On average, you work twelve-hour days for roughly fifteen cents a day.    Because farmers in the West demanded lower freight rates, to maintain revenue, the railroad company had decided to cut your pay to twelve cents a day.  

revenue – income/ money that a business or organization receives over a period of time
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
