Sunshine and Shadows: How the Other Half Lives - TASK CARD
Aim: To analyze photographs in order to assess the conditions faced by immigrants during the Gilded Age and consider if similar conditions remain intact today.

a. What does this image tell you about the living and/or working conditions faced by immigrants at the time it was taken?  
3) After you complete the analysis worksheet, conduct a small group discussion/share-out with two or three of your classmates.  Use the following questions to prompt your discussion: 
a. What generalizations can one make about immigration and this time period based solely on the photos you looked at and analyzed? Can a thesis statement be created based on this generalization?
