Unit 1: Freedom in Colonial America

Arthur Miller’s The Crucible: Reading Guide and Performance Tracker 

AIM: To perform a close reading of Arthur Miller’s The Crucible to assist you in formulating a response to the unit’s essential question.  This essential question is also the focus of your DBQ Essay #1.  
Mandatory Tasks: 

1) Develop and maintain reading schedule to meet required goal.  Document due dates/benchmarks on your Planning Calendar. 

2) Complete a series of check-in point tasks (see Check-In Points Calendar below for details) before moving on in your reading to demonstrate understanding of the text.  
3) Complete the requisite vocabulary exercises for each section of the text.  
4) Collect evidence/direct quotes from the text to add your DBQ Essay #1 Data Collection Sheet.  
How can I collect data/evidence?


Option 1: To have your data collection next to you as you read the play, and add as you go.

Option 2: To choose a different colored-highlighter for each of the essay’s task items (bullet points) and to highlight potential evidence/data in the text as you read and then add it to your data collection sheet when you get to the check-in-point. You can also annotate in the margins using numbers 1, 2 and 3 to signal that you have identified a quote/passage that pertains to one or more of the three task items for your essay.

	1) Conduct a *small-group discussion (3-4 students per group). Questions will be provided to guide your discussion. After the discussion, complete a discussion reflection (see directions below for completing a discussion reflection).  

*Discussion Reflection Directions: If you decide to conduct a small-group discussion for one or more of your check-in-point tasks, you need to complete a discussion reflection.  Your discussion reflection should be at least a paragraph in length and include a brief summary of the main issues/topics/questions addressed during the discussion. See model/mentor text on the class Weebly. 
Possible Outcomes Assessed: Collaborate and Conclude 

2) Complete a series of reading-comprehension questions.  When you are done, discuss responses with a buddy or share with Greg. 

Possible Outcomes Assessed: Be Precise (using content-specific vocabulary), Discern and Conclude 

3) Quote-Comment-Question: Locate a quote in pages you’ve read since the last check-in point that you feel is essential, explain why you feel it is essential, and ask a thought-provoking question.  Consider a quote you can also add your DBQ Essay #1 Data Collection Sheet.  Before completing a QCQ, make sure to look at the model/mentor text on the class Weebly.  
Possible Outcomes Assessed:  Be Precise, Communicate, Conclude and Discern (Argue if you are choosing to organize your comment around a single argument).  
4) YOUR CHOICE – Think of another way to demonstrate comprehension of the reading selection. Perhaps, create an illustration or develop your own list of questions.  If you choose this option, you must receive permission from Greg before starting (send a quick email describing what you plan to do or ask me in class).
