Aim: To analyze primary source materials to identify and evaluate the Truman Doctrine’s impact on American freedom.

Activity: 

1) The Truman Doctrine’s Impact on American freedom at home (Bullet point #3)

a. McCarthyism 

i. Activate Prior Knowledge:  On a separate sheet of paper, write everything you remember about Joseph McCarthy and McCarthyism from reading Paper Son: One’s Man Story.  Feel free to look back to reading to prompt thinking.  Share your remembrances with a buddy.  
ii. Locate the handout entitled: Background Reading: McCarthyism 
iii. Perform a close reading of Background Reading: McCarthyism and answer the accompanying questions. 
iv. Add to your Truman Doctrine Data Collection Sheet 

b. Red Scare Gallery Walk 

i. BEFORE YOUR VISIT: Preparing for your visit to the gallery: 

1. Activate Prior Knowledge: What is propaganda? When have you seen and or learned about propaganda before?  
2. Read the following question to yourself to prompt your thinking/analysis of the images you will see in the gallery.  

ii. DURING YOUR VISIT:

1. Browse the images located in the gallery. 
2. Select two images to focus your analysis. 
3. Analyze each image using the handout entitled: Propaganda Analysis Sheet (This is a two-sided handout – use both sides) 
iii. AFTER YOUR VISIT 

1. Conduct a small group discussion: Gather a few friends who also visited the gallery and spend approximately 10 minutes discussing your responses to some or all of the following questions.  
a. What message(s) do the various images send about communism?
b. What artistic strategies or advertising techniques are being used to illicit fear and influence public opinion? 
c. How might the prevalence of these images impact American society and American mentality?
