Task Card #4 

Essential Question: Do the various “ingredients” and the overall structure of U.S. Constitution guard against tyranny and protect freedom? 
Aim: To describe the amendment process and the importance of the Bill of Rights.

Activity:

a. Read from the bottom of page 273 to 282 (skipping pages 276, 277, 279 and 281) of Eric Foner’s Give Me Liberty (college-level textbook located on the shelf below the bin) and respond to the following questions.  Write your answers on a sheet of loose-leaf paper to be submitted the rest of your task card materials.  

i. How did Anti-Federalist concerns raised during the ratification process lead to the creation of the Bill of Rights?
ii. James Madison argued that “Liberty may be endangered by the abuses of liberty as well as the abuse of power.” Explain what Madison meant, and how this statement affected the ideas of freedom from the participants at the Constitutional Convention.
